While the College does not wish to 
comment on the proceedings of the Victoria Coroner’s Court, it wishes to note 
however that the doctor concerned, Dr Tam Dieu, is a Plastic and 
Reconstructive Surgeon and a member of the Australian Society of Plastic 
Surgeons (ASPS). Dr Dieu is not a fellow of nor is he accredited by this
